Eggbuckland Community College are celebrating with their Year 11 cohort this morning as they achieve 

brilliant GCSE results.

We are delighted to have achieved our 

best ever grades in Maths and English which has resulted in a 10% rise in the those securing at least a 

Grade 4 in both subjects. Two thirds of our students have achieved at least the expected standard in 

both Maths and English, with over three quarters of our students achieving a Grade 4 or above in 

Maths or English. Pleasingly, we have also seen a significant increase in those achieving at least a 

Grade 5 in both subjects.
